Children in the EYFS are provided with a range of opportunities to learn about different languages, cultures and backgrounds. The children are taught
how to say ‘hello’ in a range of languages, including French. Dual language books are available for children and parents to recognise familiar print.
During home visits, if a child has limited English language, EYFS staff ask parents how to pronounce key words in the child’s home language such as
‘toilet’ or ‘drink’. Children in the EYFS participate in whole school activities such as International day, French Cafe and Cultural Celebrations week which
provide them with the opportunity to learn about different languages and cultures.
